Whereas eraft brewers are a vibrant affirmation and expres-
sion of the entreprenceurial traditions of the United
States, operating as community-based small businesses,

providing employment for 115,000 full- and part-time
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workers, and  generating  annually  more  than
£3,000,000,000 in wages and benefits;

Whereas the United States has eraft brewers in every State
and more than 3,500 eraft bhreweries nationwide, each

produecing fewer than 6,000,000 barrels of heer annually;

Whereas in 2014, 615 new breweries opened in the United
States, creating jobs and improving ceconomice conditions

mn communities across the Tinited States;

Whereas 2014, craft breweries in the United States pro-
duced more than 22,000,000 harvels of beer, which is
3,300,000 more bharrvels than eraft bhrewevies produced in
2013;

Whereas the eraft hrewers of the United States now export
more than 383,000 harvels of beer and are establishing
new markety abroad, which cereates more domestie jobs to
meet the growing international demand for craft beer
from the Tnited States:
